Well here we are again in 2010 with he dawning of a new season just around the corner, reflecting on the past and looking to the future. So what happened in the life of MWECC in the last year. 2009 was rather a bitter sweet affair for the Club, as the 1st XI narrowly missed out on retaining the premiership title, finishing second by just a few points but the 2nd XI managed to rise from a poor start and finished a very creditable 5th, the highest position for them. On Sundays we had a fair season and look to improve this year. In the junior ranks we saw some good performances though once again it was unfortunate the weather played a big role in disturbing their season. 

As most of you will be aware we have been developing the youth section within the club over a good few years now, and this year we will be taking another major step forward. We have a new Colts Development Manager, Anthony Dench, and on the non-playing front we have a new chair, with the appointment of  Ray Roberts and a fresh look to the rest of the Committee. Under Rays impetus, and great support from Anthony, we have an important project underway to achieve the status of 'Clubmark'  Having registered with the ECB we are joining a growing number of cricket clubs across England and Wales that are prioritising junior development, creating a benchmark for high quality community club cricket, whilst still appealing to anyone interested in the sport. Our aim is to have all the requirements in place, for an inspection by the governing body, the ECB, this summer. To this end we expect to have 6 qualified coaches in place and will be able to support juniors from the age of 6 upwards. In respect of this we are creating a financial plan for the club, which includes the phased updating of our equipment and facilities. Therefore we are seeking support from various sources to ensure long term sustainability. In tandem with this, we have a new promotions group who will be communicating the news and articles about the Club through local magazines and media. We are currently in the middle of indoor training on Friday nights for the juniors at the Willink School from 7.30pm and our seniors practice Sunday mornings at Theale Green School at 10am, which continues to the beginning of the first games. Outdoor practice will be held on Tuesdays for the seniors and Thursdays for the juniors.

We will be working hard on the ground over the next few weeks in preparation for the first senior game on Saturday 17th April and the juniors will be starting in the first week of May. And we hope that the reports of a Hot, Hot summer, this year, will be more accurate.
